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Abstract: The raditional business development mode, which is marked as rapid cxpansion of credit loan business of China%
commescial banks, does not have obvious change but develops more rapidly, and sutomatically enters into the dilemma in the choice,
and more and more deviates from the expected strategic reform way. The corresponding strategy for Chinas commercial banks to find
how to get out of the dilemma in the choice can be attmined by using empirical analysis of the basic simation of Ching” s commetcial
banks business development in recent two years, by analyzing and exposing the dynamic power of the credit loan business expansion
